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Planning for January School?

Beginning in fall 2009, new
financial assistance measures
will be introduced to help more
students with permanent
disabilities attend university,
college or trade school. They
include recognizing previous
assessments of permanent
disability. Students will not have
to send in documentation
repeatedly.

What's available while in
study?

Up to $210 per week in loans for
full-time students (you have to
be enrolled in at least 40 percent
of a full course load).

New Canada Student Grants
which you may be eligible to
receive include $2,000 per
school year for students with
permanent disabilities, as
assessed by their province or
territory of permanent residence.
Up to $8,000 per school year for
the grant for Services &
Equipment is available for
students with permanent
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disabilities. This grant covers
exceptional education-related costs
associated with a student’s
disability.
